· Did you place your variables on the proper axes? (X-axis – independent variable).

· Are your data points plotted accurately?

· Did you label your axes including units of measurement (meters, grams, minutes, etc)?

· Are the maximum values on your X & Y axes logical?

· Are the numbers on your X & Y axes consistent and not too crowded?

· Did you use colors in a neat and consistent way
· Did you connect the data points or (preferably) draw a line of best fit?
· Did you include a key?  (Required if the graph includes two or more lines.)  Is it neat?

· Is there a title?

· Did you include your name, class, & date?

· Did you summarize in words the trend depicted in the graph?
